hundreds will picket the new Los Angeles County Mu-
seum on Wi lIshire Blvd., all carrying "Stop Escalation"
placards.

Monday night at 7 p.m. and lasting for several
hourl, a picket protest will be held on La Cienega
Blvd. around the intersection of Melrose Place in which
the artists plan to stage a traffic-stopping "walk-across"
La Cienega using only marked crosswalks and fully com-
plying with the law.
