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JUNTA “REORGANIZES”.
IT IS ANOTHER FRAUD YET!

The last several weeks have seen a lot of fanfare being made regard-
ing the most recent proclamation which "determines"” the "powers and
responsibilities” of the Ethiopian military junta and that of its Council
of Ministers. The junta's mass media has been making wild claims about
the "revolutionary™ and "Marxist-Leninst" nature of its recent exploits--
just like countless other decrees and proclamations that it had issued
in the past. And once again the international press, bourgeois and
revisionist alike, is echoing this same declarations. The Ethiopian
masses, whose heroic struggle and combative initiatives are dealing heavy
blows to the fascist junta, have long understood that this and the many
others issued in the past are merely expressions of despair and arrogance
at worst and sugar-coated bullets of counter-revolution at best. The
deceptive nature of this manuscript as well as the disgusting serenade
played by the junta's mass media and its"friends" elsewhere merits a few
comments. ;

Any action of a govermnment is determined by the nature of the state
and the class it represents. The state in any society is not a body
that stands above classes or reconciles class differences, but rather an
organ of class rule by which a definite class exercises its dictatorship
over other classes. The different kinds of states obtaining in the
world today can be categorized broadly into two types of dictatorships --
revolutionary dictatorships and counter-revolutionary dictatorships. 1In
the former case, we are referring to the people's democratic dictatorship
based on the alliance of revolutionary and democratic classes and social
strata under the leadership of the working class and its party as well
as the state system of the dictatorship of the proletariat (i.e. socia-
list states). By counter-revolutionary dictatorship, we mean to refer
to the dictatorship of the bourgeoisie and all other reactionary classes
over the broad masses. This could assume a multitude of forms.

The present day Ethiopian state, controlled as it is by the fascist
military goons and the social-fascist petty-bourgeois propagandists, both
serving the bureaucratic and compradore bourgeoisie, falls within the
latter category. Despite the fact that it has meticulously attempted to
hide its counter-revolutionary nature by persistently masquerading behind
high-sounding "socialist" phraseology and pompous pronouncements and
slogans, and this thanks to the Haile Fida-Senai Likke clique of social-
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; . i jalism, especially that
zsei i llectuals, it remains to be a puppet of 1mperi e Yy ‘tha
gfsals; l?$§er§alizm..and is used as an instrument for oppressing and exploiting

more than 90% of the Ethiopian peoples.

n being bombarded with such proc}amatlons? What is their real
natﬁ?i?ar;h:eaigiers agi quite clear. Whgn_reactlonary glasses are besieged,
they are led into hypocrisy and into utilizing dual tactics of repression and
deception. Hence, they steal the slogans of the masses 1n order to benumb and
confuse the masses so as to preserve their class rule, 1f'only in a new form.
Even the notorious Hitler has to masquerade himself as a national socialist, as g
$riend of the working people', etc. But Hitler, if it is to be remembered, came
to no good end. The military clique and its co@orts ?re gf the sa@e-stuff. In
their own stupid way they try to sound 'revolutionary' while practising counter-
revolution. The words of the great proletarian leader and teacher summarize all
of this. "The victory of Marxism in theory, " said he, "compels its enemies to
disguise themselves as Marxists; this is the dialectics of history."(Lenin, "The

Historical Destiny of the Marxist Theory").

In light of the above as well as the unequivocally proven fascistic nature of
the E*hiopian junta, how should one see this latest decree. about the "new"” organ-
jzational structure? Under this proclamation, the derg consisting of all its
members is called the "Congress" which will have a "central committee"™ of 40
and a "standing committee” of 17. Such a reorganization, we are told, is in line
with "Marxist-Leninst principles”! And whether one likes it or not, what the
junta would like us believe is that it has finally emerged as a Marxist-Leninist
organization! But one may be inclined to think that a mere regrouping and change
of names cannot transform reality; if this hadn't been so, Ethiopia would have
been a socialist country two years ago. One "need” not ask such a question though
as one would then become "anarchist”, "anti-revolutionary®™ and what not -- labels
that the junta so lavishly attachs to revolutionary and democratic forces.

i The other parts of the proclamation deal with the "powers” and "responsibilit-
jes” of each of the organs of the derg -- its chairman, vice-chairmen, committees,
the "congress" and their relations to the council of ministers. Let us just take
a pick_at their "duties" proclaimed therein. "The PMAC members assigned

to various posts will have the responsibility of tracking down economic saboteurs,
bringing them justice...,” says one. "The duties of the PMAC members concerned
include the disarming of reactionaries both in rural areas and urban centers and
arming defence squads guarding the revolution...”, says another. We all know, of
course, that when the junta says "tracking down economic saboteurs”, it means
massacring revolutionary workers; when it says "disarming of reactionaries”, it
means disarming thepeasants and arming the feudalists and its own hitlerite

storm troops; and when it says "guarding the revolution”, it means guarding the
counter-revolution. All of these is borne out by the 2% years of its fascistic
rule!_ What_thls reorganization does, in sum, therefore is legalizing the already
practised rights of each and every member of the Darg.

:tnafu or any other demon can not change the nature of the state by decree!
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One other aspect of the decree which demands close scrutiny is the expressed
desire of the junta in coordinating "efforts of progressive forces (read social-
fascist renegades and pro-junta elements) to establish a working class party"”.
This, of course, is not a new "effort". Such a talk hasbeen in the air for over
two years. We were told at that time that it will be a party of "all classes"”,
"of all people”, etc. But for quite a while now the talk about a "working class
party" has been getting louder and louder. Why this sudden "change of heart"?
Since the EPRP, the vanguard of the Ethiopian proletariat and the undisputed
leader of the Ethiopian New Demdcratic Revolution, declared its program over
a year-and-a-half ago (after a 3% years of clandestine existence), the junta and
the renegade clique have been thrown into a fit of rage and desperation, and their
vile scheme of presenting their so-called "party" was heavily frustrated at that
time. After that their "Ethiopian socialism" was re-baptized to "scientific
socialism”, followed by such pompous slogans as "a new democratic revolution”,
"revolutionary united front”, "a working class party"”, and what not.

What sort of a working class party can they possibly talk about? You have
guessed it all: a "working class party" without the working class, no doubt!!
The heroic Ethiopian proletariat, which has unequivocally supported, embraced
and defended the EPRP, has already passed its verdict on such manoeuvres of the
junta when it resolved in its September, 1975 Congress as follows: —~

..such being the reality and when the government has suppressed
and trampled upon democratic rights, condemned and persecuted the
organization of the masses, a party which is formed by the govern-
ment for its own interest with hand-picked individuals who are
neither elected by nor represent in any way the broad masses is
unacceptable. Such a party cannot fulfill the interests, needs
and objectives of the oppressed masses and as such cannot be
supported by the oppressed masses in general and the proletariat
in particular. Such a party is a device by which those who are
thrown out through the front door worm their way in by the back
door. Such a party cannot safeguard and promote the rights and
interests of the masses. On the contrary, as its very creation
is meant to dupe and lord over the masses, the proletariat
vehemently opposes such devious aims and devices. (CELU Resolution)

And it is such a working class which is called "unconscious" of its class
interests! And it is its vanguard -- the EPRP -- which is called "anarchist" and
whose liquidation is the principal preoccupation of the junta and its hired
intellectual boot-lickers!!

Seen with this in mind their talk about "facilitating the establishment of a
working class party" is simply a fraud designed to deny what is already common
knowledge. The so-called "A11-Ethiopian Socialist Movement", composed of an
assortment of social-fascists, agent-provocateurs, declared CIA agents, most of
whom have long years of experience in subversion and sabotage within the
Ethiopian Student Movement and were ignonimously expelled from it at one time or
another, has already been established. It only remains to be declared,
"officially” that is. Then why the attempt tocover it up? For a change of

name, perhaps!

A few more words about some other aspects of the junta‘'s decree remain to be
said. The junta claims that it has a "historic responsibility of preparing the
masses and handing over power to whom it belongs -- the people." A lofty and
welcome move, indeed -- if it were not just bubbles, that is! But we all know
that this is just wild talk! "Preparing the masses"can only be taken to mean
preparing the necessary public opinion for the declaration of their phoney party.
Otherwise the masses are already prepared under the leadership of the EPRP to
overthrow the dark rule of the fascist junta.

The western media has, in the last
several weeks, beeh reporting about
apparent'successes' by the so-called
Ethiopian Democratic Union which is
said to have captured several villages
and towns in north-Western and western
Ethiopia. Humera is reported to have
fallen into the hands of these dust bins
of history and several roving bandits
are said to be controlling isolated
pockets of territory, massacring
peasants, burning villages where they
were resisted. Such, for example, was
the long story on the Washington Post
of January 22, 1977

The fascist military junta,
besieged as it is by the popular mass
struggle under the revolutionary leader-
ship of the EPRP and its armed wing,
the EPRA which is dealing telling blows
to its fascist forces throughout the
country, is conveniently keeping quite.
In fact, its mass media is no longer
mentioning the EDU in its propaganda;
and, as Abyot (Vol. 2, no. 1) points
out Mengistu is in fact "holding secret
meetings and negotiations with the
warlord organization of aristocrats
.... The Mengistu-controlled media
has changed its tune from "EPRP and
EDU are one and the same"” to "EPRP
alone is the main enemy" and the
reference to EDU as enemy or even as
a reactionary is progressively
vanishing.” No wonder then such
stories as the above passed unnoted
by the junta's press! And the long
expected reunion between these sworn
enemies of the Ethiopian revolution --
the EDU and the junta -- may soon see
the light of day!

As we have repeatedly been report-
ing the principal preoccupation of these
feudal bandits and scums has been the
"annihilation” of the revolutionary forc
led by the EPRP and the EPRA. UeSa
imperialism, such reactionary states
as Saudi Arabia, Sudan, Kenya and the
state apparatus of the Ethiopian junta
itself have been instrumental in
assisting these notorious enemies of
the Ethiopian peoples. The junta's
diplomatic apparatus has specially been
of vital help to them (see Forward,#2)

The Junta's ambassador to Egypt,
Getachew Mekasha was also in London.

EDU and its roving bandits are
supplementing the futile attempts
of the fascist junta at "smashing”
the EPRP and the EPRA and are working
hand in glove with each other. The
enemies of the Ethiopian revolution,
U.S. imperialism and its local puppet
as well as the reactionary states
in the region, are hatching up one
conspiracy after another.

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News Briefs

1. JUNTA GUNS DOWN DEMONSTRATORS

A huge anti-junta, ani-imperialist
mass demonstration was held in Addis
Ababa on January 28. Demonstrators
distributed propaganda and agitation
leaflets, expressing support to the
EPRP and the EPRA, smashed windows
and threw gasoline bombs at the USIS
and British Council libraries, both
centers of imperialist propaganda and
subversion. The junta, this running
dog of U.S. imperialism, ordered its
butchers to shoot indiscriminately at
the demonstrators and an official
death of one and serious enjury of
six was reported.

2. UNIVERSITY AND HIGH SCHOOLS CLOSED
DOWN

University students in Addis Ababa
went on strike beginning January 27,
once more telling the fascist junta and
its intellectual hooligans that nothing
will stand on their way from upholding
and defending the just and revolutionary
cause of the Ethiopian masses! High
schocls and elementary schools in the
capital as well as throughout the country
have been in similar states of crisis.
Schools, university and down, continue
to be centers of activism.

3. 97 JUNTA SOLDIERS FLEE FROM THE
ERTTREAN BATTLEFIELD

97 Ethiopian soldiers, led by a
captain Abebe Chere, have surrendered
to Sudanese authorities at a Sudanese
village called Garora. According to
"The Sudan Standard Sun" of January 9,
these soldiers fled the battlefield
when reinforcements failed to come
during a battle with the EPLF.

_Earlier, both the Sudan and
Ethiopia had recalled their ambassadors
folloying a speech by Numairi on Dec,
26 which accused the Ethiopian junta
of conspiring to overthrow him. Since
then both governments have been
labeling accusations and counter-
accusations against one another.

4. Desertion by Junta's Army
Continues

Following the persistent agitat-
ion and propaganda work by both the
EPRP and the EPRA, increasing numbers

of the junta's armed forces are
defecting and joining the ranks of
the people's forces.

Abyot, Vol. 2, no.h reports
for example that a total of 82
paratroopers have recently handed
themselves up to the EPRA together
with their leading officers and
arms. Seven 2nd leutenants who
graduated from the Harrar Military

Academy have done likewise. Further,

s capizin, a leutenant and four
labour union leaders who had
finished their course in Bulgaria
on "party construction", have also
joined the EPRA; they did this
after suddenly disappearing at the
Rome airport on their way back to
Ethiopia.

There are, of course, other
reports which indicate that a
handful of fascist and reactionary
commissioned officers from among
the junta's own ranks and its
armed forces are also jolning the
EDU. Well, this is to be expected
in any such class confrontation.
While the predominant majority,
perhaps well over 90%, would
eventually join the side of the
pgpular masses, the rest, the real
die-hards will have to choose
otherwise.

Be that as it may,
for we are not out to criticize then
for doing so. Our purpose here does
not go beyond warning the reader about#e
dastardliness of some of the "slogans”
that appear in these newspapers. Note
these, for example:

"The masses are the motive force
of history,” reads the right top corner
of the Ethiopian Herald of a recent
date. Nothing wrong with these words
as such. They are in fact the exact
words of the great Marxist-Leninist,
Mao Tse-tung. But who is using them?
The fascist junta that arrogantly
claims, perhaps in the very same paper,

that it is'leading® the 'revolu-

tion' from the grand palace; this same
junta who has unleashed a reign of
terror on the masses unprecedented in
their long history of class struggle.
This is what makes it weird indeed!

Addis Zemen, the Amharic daily,
nad this recently: "Elect, be elected
to hasten your country's growth,
sieze power and responsibility.”
Power through elections under a
fascist junta? Nonsensel! This ‘slogan'’
is put forward at the time the junta
is spreading its wanton killings and
at a time when the masses, under the
leadership of the EPRP, are saying
"Political power grows out of the
barrel of a gunl® Why this nonsense,
then? Clear and simple: to pacify
the masses in order to crash their
revolution. In vain, of coursel!

And lately they are using the
slogan "Progressives unite!" We are
not against progressives uniting. But
who are the "progressives"? How are
they to be united? These cunning
gentlemen of the palace do not want
to talk about the class nature of
"progressives”, or the principles and
methods of unity. They have their
own way of looking at things; and the
masses have theirs.

All it adds up to is that these
fascists and their intellectual
hirelings have no relations whatsoever
to the cause of the Ethiopian masses
—- they are good in one aspect only:
as teachers by negative example!
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JuntaIntensifies Propaganda Against Youth

The fascist military junta and its
cohorts have in recent days stepped up
their propaganda campaign against the
ESM. They have even gone so far as to
say that since the last year or so it
has become a "counter-revolutionary"
force.

What are the real facts of the
heroic and militant Ethiopian Student
Movement? What is behind all these
recent slanders?

As a Chinese saying goes, "A
thousand lies written in ink cannot hide
a single fact written in blood.” The
history of the ESM is one such episode.
It is a history of continuous struggle
-- bloody and bloodless -- against all
foreces of reaction. Under the former
rule of autocrat Haile Selassie not
only were students butchered and
imprisoned but were also victims of
countless lies and villifications.
Students were accused of being
"foreign agents," of trying to "split”
the country, of being "enemies™ of the
people that must be "eliminated", etc.
All these, because the Ethiopian students
stood firm for the cause of the emanci-
pation of their peoples! With zeal and
determindion they fought and continue
to fight for this worthy and just cause.
This was not of course to the liking
of their oppressors and exploiters;
that is why, therefore, that they
time and again attempted to destroy
the movement -- both at home and abroad
-- and discredit it in the eyes of the
people. But all this came to naught!
The ESM continued to develop in depth
and breadth. Thus students were one
of the main forces in the February
1974 revolutionary upsurge that later
on ousted Haile Selassie into the
garbage heap of history.

Since the junta usurped power from
the popular masses in September, 1974,
it has felt discomfort at the existence
of the ESM. Understandably so, for
the ESM has been at the forefront in
bitterly exposing, denouncing and
shaking the foundations of this fascist
junta and its mentors. Many were the
Junta's attempts at disorganizing and
demobilizing the ESM. Its dreams of
riding roughshod over the people have
repeatedly been turned into nightmares.

Far from losing their vigilance and
determination, they continue to grow

a hundredfold and to deal heavy blows
to the junta and the social-fascist
clique which was expelled from its own
ranks at various junctures of its
history. By learning from the masses
and teaching the masses, theywon their
confidence and developed inseparable
bondage with them. All these terri-
fied and enraged the junta. Such was
the outcome of the "Zemecha campaign,”
the junta's real purpose for which

imprisoning and even organizing land-
lords to attack students was launched
full scale at several zemecha stations,
all of which was preceded and followed
by well orchestrated barrage of shame-
less propaganda and dirty "charges”.

The students have returned now
and they have not been disarmed; they
have in fact intensified their anti-
junta struggles. Thus the present
propaganda campaign is only a
continuation of the old. The stage-
managers of this dirty-old "trick"
can be none other than the Haile
Fide-Senai Likke intellectual bandits.
We dor't expect anything else from
these running dogs of imperialism!

The present propaganda war against
the ESM, including the World-wide
Federation of Ethiopian Students, like
the campaign and terror against the
EPRP will be seriously rebuffed by
the masses of people. Through their
hard-won and acquired experience
the broad masses can distinguish
true from false. They haye boundless
love and esteem for their fine sons
and daughters of the ESM. The masses
deeply cherish the memory of those
who have laid their lives for the
cause of the liberation of their
peoples and march with the utmost
pride together with their children
until final victory. No force on
earth, however fascistic it might be,
can shake or cut this bond of unity
that has been forged through long
years of bitter struggle. As the
campalgrs against the EPRP and the
heroic Eritrean masses have not been
able to destroy them -- the very
opposite had, in fact, happened in

Famine Escalating
in Ethiopia

Not long ago -- in fact about the
middle of October -- the junta'ﬁ‘
propaganda machine had it that farm
output has increased two-fold and ?he"
income of peasants has grown likewisg.

tYelief" officials in Dessie are also
reported to "estimate that they may
have to feed 290,000 people just 1n
thHe scattered pockets of drought they
have already discovered across north-
ern Wollo province" alone.

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Similar warnings are being made
about certain areas in Gojam and the

south-eastern areas.

The junta has given strict orders
prohibiting'drought'-affected people
from moving out of their villages of
residence adding that "they will be
supplied with relief grain" right
there. It also hastened to make its
bizzare claim that "the present
situation is drastically different
from that of the previous one in that
it has been clearly informed well
ahead of time."

The WWFES would like to call upon
international humanitarian groups and
organizations to do all what they can
to publicize and contribute toyards
curtailing this escalating famine
situation in Ethiopia. Member unions
have already launched a huge campailgn
in this connection and would continue
to intensify their efforts.

As to the junta, no more confid-
ence than we had on its predecessor
can we entertain as its main preoccu-
pation rests on repressing the masses
through fascistic white terror which,
in turn, leads it to squandering
hundreds of millions of dollars on
military hardware. W
