Question. What is it that unites Nell Kinnock and his fellow

Labour Party, with such figures

85 Margaret Thatcher, Ronald Reagan and a host of other
blatant right wing reactionaries ? Answer. The contempt and

hatred which they hold, for

those whom they describe as

political "extremists". By this term they basically mean all
of those who like Red Action, support the idea that a real
and fundamental change in soclety cannot be achieved through
the Parliamentary system, but only through forceful action
by the working class. ie revolution,

For Kinnock and other such
"Soclalist" figures, talk of
revolution is something which
Is totally out of date. Per-
haps it may have applied In
the last century, when work-
ing people had no rights, no
vote and trade unlons were
ilegal ete, and all of the
institutions which controlled
soclety were the sole preserve
of the upper classes, But
today they argue, we have
a free democratic system
which allows every adult to
vote and stand for Parllament
themselves if they wish, In
this situation they say, it is
possible to change society by
winning people to your ideas,
gaining a majority in Parlia-
ment, and using it to enact
new policies peacefully by
consent, To bring about
change through reform rather
than revolution, Those who
talk about revolution in this
day and age, are they tell
us, either romantic dreamers
or rent-a-mob thugs, out for
trouble just for the sake of
it, and that is why the revo-
lutionary left is such a tiny
and Insignificant force today.

CAUSES

Well we certainly wouldn't
try end deny the lack of in-
fluence which the revolution-
ary left wields today. How-
ever as we discussed in [ssue
No, 27 of Red Action - and
which we don't have the
space to go over again here-
this has been casused by cer-
tain social and political fac-
tors which have not always
applied before, and more to
the point won't always apply
in the future.

The answer to this question
Is really quite simple. The
reason why reformist socialist
governments have  always
failed, and will always contin-
ue to fail, is because of the
fundamental mistake  which
reformists make, in their ass-
essment of where the real
power In society lays. They
belleve it is in the hands of
MPs in Parliament, In fact
the real power in our soclety

today, is wielded by super
rich industrialists and busin-
essmen, and their friends and
representitives  whao, totally
unelected, run all of the
powerful institutions which
have so much control over
our lives Police Force,
Army, Civil Service, Legal

System elc,

These people have the pow-
er to shape and change the
policies of any government,
whatever it's political lean-
Ings, and also if they wish,
to defy it completely,

There are many examples
to prove this. For instance
in the way in which the La-
bour government of Harold
Wilson, was forced by the
International Monetary Fund,
1o implement anti socialist
policies such as outs in the
Health Service and & freeze
on wage rises, as a condition

And it is only by it's abolition
at we will begin to solve all of the many soclal problems

If soclety allows a few individuals to own and control all
the major industries that are so vital to the whole of soclety
and to operate them not on the basis of the greatest social
need, but simply on what makes them the greatest personal
profit, then how can we be suprised if they should start to
use thet control in a way that is to the detriment of all or
part of soclety. How can we be suprised if they start to shut
industries down, If for some particular reason, there Is not
enough profit to be made at that time, for them to bother

keeping them open. How can we be suprised or shocked, at
the sight of industries and rescources being allowed to stand
idle, while poverty stricken unemployed people, are crying out
for the goods that they could be producing. It is the insane

result of an insane system.

The only answer is for society to take over all of the ma-
jor socially necessary industries and natural rescources, and
operste them on the basis of what is needed by society. In
such a situation, first and foremost, all people will be enti-
tled to an equal share of what is produced at all times. It
will be up to society to provide the means and oppotunity to
make sure that everyone contributes to production. If a situa-
tion did arise where the product of one particular industry
was no longer needed by society, theén obviously there would
be no reason why those people involved in that industry,
should not still receive a full share of what is produced, un-
til such time as soclety provides them with alternative emp-
loyment. In such a system, there will be no such thing as the
regional deprivation which we see today, For in such a situa-
tion, the work will go to the people, and not the people have

to go looking for the wark

crying out for the goods
there was little soclal unrest,
and they could quietly get
on with their task of making
massive profits, without hav-
ing to resort to the

Today however the system
IS In an ever worsening mess,
and the ruling class are claw-
ing back the gains which
were made, slashing public
services like the Health Ser-
vice, and forcing down work-
ing class living standards, In
the face of this attack, re-
formism has been found to
be totally incapable of defen
ding those gains which it
claims to be responsible for
initiating. Remember It was
the last Labour government
and not the Tories who were
responsible for starting off
the cuts in the Health Ser-
vice,The social unrest which
this situation Is beginning to
cause, is forcing the ruling
class more and more to adopt
less  benevolent methods of
social conmtrol - riot police
C.S, gas, plastic bullets etc-
It is a process which will un-
doubtedly Imtensify as the
state of the capitalist system
gets worse and worse, The
indignant protests which the
reformists will no doubt make
in the face of this will count
for nothing. Why should the
ruling class listen to them,
when they have nothing with
which to back up their de-
mands. The only time the
ruling class ever listen to re-

formism, 1s when it suits
their purpose,

THE STATE OF

Fifty years ago in this country, Jewish people were com-

It is striking how-
ever, that the same sort of caricature does still appear in
our society, in news stories snd political cartoons etc, only
today it is identified with "Oil rich Sheiks" or "Arab terror-
ists” By contrast, the Jewish state of lsrael is presented as
a bright modern state, fighting for it's plucky little life
against hordes of Arab bandits and psychos, What is the rea-
son for this transformation ?

The Zionists however, form-
ed a segregationalist state
from the beginning, with bus-
inesses, schools, hospitals etc
for Jews only. Palestine had
been a British Mandate (colo-
ny with a fancy name) since
1919, and the British govern-
ment turned down the Arabs
leaders’ proposals for equali-
ty of all citizens In a demo-
cratic state. In consequence,
the Arab population staged
a general strike which was
crushed by Jewish scab labour
and 30,000 British troops.
15,000 Jews were armed by
the British as  "Policemen”,
Over 100 Arabs were hanged,
1,000 killed in clashes, and
5,000 interned in concentra-
tion camps,

Rather ironically, after
World War Two, the Zionists
turned on the British them-
selves, in a savage "terrorist"
campaign. The leaders of the
paramilitary organisations who
led this campaign which killed
hundreds of British service-
men, later became the lraell
statesmen who are today the
friends of western govern-
ments. [n 1948, wishing to

We can assure you
that as a group which has spent the last few years, trying
to alert an often complacent left to the dangers of the fas-
cists, we would certainly under no circumstances ever try to
falsely play down the threat they pose,

replace British influence with
it's own, the American gov-
ernment rigged a United
Nations ballot, which gave
most of Palestine to the Zjo-
nists,

With 100,000 armed men,
the new state of |srael set
out to empty the rest of Pal-
estine of it's Arab population,
through a policy of calculated
terror. Hundreds of defence-
less Arab villages were attac-

ked, In one alone, at Dier
Yasin, 250 men women and
children were butchered,
700,000 Arab civilians fled
across the new borders, into
poverty  stricken  countries
whose economies could not

possibly absorb them.

At first the Palestinians
were able to fight back only
on a tiny scale (the P.L.O.
wis not even formed until
1965) but even these tiny
efforts were enough to pro-
voke the most massive retali
atlon from the Israelis. For
example when 3 Israeli gener
als were killed by a grenade,
a specialist terror squad mas-
sacred all of the inhabitamts
of the Arab village of Qibya.
Such actions became commaon-
place in succeeding years, and
this policy culminated in the
expansionist war  against Le-
banon in 1982, when suppos-
edly in retaliation for an
assassination attempt on an
Israeli ambassador in London,

Tory M.P. Nell Hamilton, was awarded £20,000 in libel dam-
ages from the B.B.C after a programme which alledged fascist
infileration of the Tory Party, and which triggered off all the
bull-shit about left wing bias in the media. The programme
had accused Hamilton of involvement in an anti-semitic pres-
sure group called Tory Action, of speaking at s conference of
the Italian fascist organistion M.S.l., and among other things,

salute at any time on the trip. In October last year, in an
article in the Sunday Times for which he was paid £10,000,
Howarth admitted that he did give what he termed as "a little
salute" With his £20,000 from the libel case, that adds up to
a handy profit of £30,000. Who says crime doesn't pay.

Incidentally, one of the ten signitories, Tory M.P. Geoff Pal-
mer, shocked radio listeners recently by including a Nazi mar-
ching song amongst his top thirty favourite songs. He explained
that it was chosen "for the catchy tune, not the |yrics."

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The health gap between the rich and the poor, grew sharply
in the first four years of Conservative government, sccording
to official figures published this month. For the first time
since 1911, the cricial detailed analysis of deaths In the dif-
ferent social ciasses has been omitted from the report. This
and other official reports published in recent, paint a vivid
picture of the effects which Tory policies have had upon Bri-
tish society. Amongst other things, they show that

More than 19 million people (one in three) people are Iivlﬂ
on or just below the poverty line, Including a third of all
children. This number rose by 5 million between the years 1979
to 1983 and represent the worst poverty figures this century.

Between 1979 and 1984, Britain lost 196 hospitals with & to-
tal of 17025 beds, 3051 community doctors, 20,000 ancllliary
staff and 35 hospital schools,

The lowest paid manual workers in Britain, are now relative-
ly worse off than they were 100 years ago. In 1866, the bot-
tom fifth of the population, earned 68% of the national aver-
age wage. Last year, the bottom fifth earned 65% of the
average,

The post war trend towards greater equality and wealth has
been halted and may even have been reversed since 1979,
according to Inland revenue statistics. They show that since
the war, the wealth of the top 1% of soclety in homes stocks
and shares, dropped steadily until in 1980 it reached 20% of
the total. In 1981 however, it edged up to 21% and remained.
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
