This bill (the Mellon Tax Bill) will
promote the concentration of wealth
aad basten the downfal]l of the sys-
tem,

On the one hand it cuts down the
income tax of the richest of the rich,
about 3.000 i{n number, $100,000,000 a
yecar.  Forty-two topnotchers among
them will save $20,000,000 next year.
This will help big business and also
help the campalgn funds of both old
parties.

As a matter of fact 42 men gec as
much reduction as 2,300,000 mea at
the other ead.

It will release 3,001,000 persons from
paying any income tax at all, and the
total pumber of {ncome taxpayers was
only 4,270,421 in the year 1924.

Winter offered the best opportunity to loot the consumer and clcan up
on glgantic reserves of better and Inferfor grades of coal.

Winter with Its stinging blasts and its cruel storms, was the best ally
the coal trust could summons to starve and freeze the miner, destroy his
organization and force him into submissfon. -

A staggering blow, a few years before, bad heen cCealt the railroad shop-
men, composing one of the largest and most militant divisions of organized
labor. If the coal miners’ union composing another of the largest and most

| active divisions of organized labor, could be wiped out by another blow

struck when the miners were least able to res(st, the whole structure of or
ganized labor in America might totter befure the attack.

The anthracite combine was able to stage this battle in the winter, be-
cause it was able to name tne date when the contracts with the United Mine
Workers' Union, signed two years before would expire.

It set the date of expiration so that the contracts would terminate on
August 1, 1925,

it Pas been getting ready for two years to deliver its supreme blow
against organized labor.

The expiration of one set of contracts neceaaitates the calling of con-
ferences for the negotiation of new contracts.

Coatl Barons Force Strike.

At these pegotiations, on the eve of winter, the anthracite operators
TOOK A STAND THAT COULD HAVE NO OTHER EFFECT THAN TO
PRECIPITATE A STRIKE, )

To every one of the seven provisions for the new contract presented by
the miners, they maintaingd an sttitude of obdurate retusal. They would
not hear (o the check-off system under which unfon dues are deducted {a
advaace from the pay checks of the miners. They ignored the demand for
the recognition of the union. They absolutely refused to listen to any pro-
vision asked by the United Mine TWorkers that would entail the slightest
increase of operating expenses ir the mines.

IN THEIR TURN THEY DEMANDED A RETURN TO THE PREWAR
LEVEL OF WAGES AND CONTRACT WORK, .

THIS WOULD HAVE MEANT AN AVERAGE REDUCTION IN PAY
TO THE MINERS OF ABOUT $250 PER DAY.

They di] not offer to put their business back on a pre-war basis. They
did not offer to cut the price of coal to the prewar level. BUT THEY
ASKED THAT THE ITEM OF PAY TO THE MINERS BE REDUCED TO
PRE-WAR LEVEL

The miners asked for a 10 per cent ralse; dut if they bhad asked for
nothing, this sirike would have been forced upon them by the Impossible
attitude and demands of the operators.

Like a well orpanized and well generalled army, the operators chose
the time and place and nature of their position, so as to insure a complete
and crushing deleat of the miners.

Double-Headed Scheme.
1 As a monopoly, an extortioner and a profiteer, the anthracite combine
had good reasons to intrench and dig in at such a poeition at such a time.

It bad accumulated a strong reserve of the better grades of coal.

MORE IMPORTANT STILL, IT HAD FILLED ITS BIN3 TO CAPAC-
ITY WITH THE SMALLER-SIZE AND INFERIOR GRADES OF COAL.

For a considerable length of time the combine had tried to find a mar-
ket for these Inferjor grades af coal. Despite {ts eforts, they continued to
accumulate. ‘They accumulated until there was no further storage room for
them. They accumulated and filled the bins in spite of the fact that the
moaopoly had altered their screens so that the small size grades of coal
would be sifted loto the better grades, and these adulterations would be sold
for the price of standard grad-s.

With the price of its reserves of better coal steadily mounting; with its
own ratlroads carrying its own coal and forcing the consumers to pay ex-
cessive freight ratecs, which it pocketed ftself; with {ts own sales agencles
handling {ts own coal and putting their profite in the war chest of the com-
bine; with its own wholesalers making high margins and turning the pro-

Judd 1s an old carpenter who has
deons odd jobs on our place for the
past ten ycars, Just how old bhs is |
don’t know, but he's pretty old; his
hands are gnarled and calloused and
his finger nalla chewed up and broken
by hammer blows; there are knotted
vaeins (o his forehead and his halr {s
grey and thin. But be works ltke a
beaver, and doa’'t you ever hint that
he should slow up-—~he will hoot st
you, and say that bhe can lick any
young feller with one hand. tHe will
hitch his harness {nto place—he has a
rupture, and wears some kind of truss
—und will slide under the house to
connect up a gas-pipe, and come crawl-
lng out with his hair and eyes full of
cobwebs, and my wife will say, “Come
out of there, you old gopher.” FHe
adores her. When she talks to him
like that, he would lift the side of the
house to please her. The two of them
engage in violent arguments as to
how a door ought to be hung or a
tree pruned. “Nobody ever did it like
that,” Judd declares—and coosldering
that sufficlent reason. He does it her
way, 80 long as she stands over him;
but if she leaves, he i{s apt to finlsh it
his way—(for, after all, {t {s manifest
that a man knows better than a wom-
an.

Ten years ago our home was & row
of vacant lots on a hillaide, covered
with weeds and rusty cans. Now {t is
an old-fashioned Southern house with
a long veranda and a rew of white
columns, surrounded by rose gardens

and grape-arbors and fig trees and
The house waa made out of
tive old houses, bought for a littla,

oranges.

more than nothing, and moved oato
the place and joined together; the
gardens were made by my wife stick-
fng baby plaats into the ground, and
holding a hose over them all day and
part of the night. I helped a little;
and two school-boys helped after
hours; but Judd was the Hercules

who did most of this mighty labor. He !

would rout us out of bed in the morn-
ing. and many a time we have worked
after dark, to get a roof over some-
thing before it rained, or to fioish a
cement job before it set. What is
there we haven't done together?—dig-
ging ditchcs and setting fence-postas,
hoelng weeds and pruning trees, lay-
ing shingles and tacking down tar-

paper, cleaning old turniture and
painting an automoblile, moving a ga-
rage and Installing a sprinkler sys-
tem. And always with a presidiog
female genius hovering over us, ex-
horting and appralsing, moutly on the
deblt side! Never was there such a
woman for saving, and for devising,
and for utilizing. Once Judd in his
digging came upoun a rusty iron splke,
and showed it secretly to me. “Better
throw it over the bill quick,” he sald.
“[{f the missus sees that, she’ll start
a rallroad!"

When the house was done, there
was a party. The llving room Is ex-
tra-fancy, with high, peaked cetling,
and lights way up, dim and mystert-
ous; in a million years you'd never
guess that f{t was once an old tallor-
shop, bought for a hundrel dollars,
and moved over here, and the upper
floor takea out! Well, our friends
came, some of them rich people In
limousines, creating a sensation (n our
neighborhood. The neighbors. were
fuvited --it In & working-class part of
town, and a few people came, shy and
a little distrustful, and picked out
seats with backs to the wall, and sat
stiff and silent, while George Sterling,
great poet und genial soul, wid us
Intimate recollections of Joachim
Miller and Ambrose Blerce aud Jack
London, and other old-time California
writers,

Judd wore his best clothes, and a
stiff collar, and brought a lady friend
in black satin. We were surprised by
this, tor we knew that Judd was a
widower of many years’ standing; we
teased him afterwards about this lady,
and he blushed, but inslsted there was
“nothing to it"—and appareatly there
wasn't, for he still lives alone in the
house he has built, with a fire-place
made of every kind of shiny colored
stone you can find on the beaches of
California. There is a porch to this
house and a lot of fancy cement work,
that will last Judd's life-time and
much longer. You must understand,
this is no “hard-luck story,” quite the
contrary; Judd bas got to be a rich
man {o the course of ten years, ‘with
overtime wages of a dollar an hour.
He put his savings {nto two lots, and
his spare time Into building three
houses on them, and now he has two
of them rented, and he goes trout-
fishing every apring, and deer-hunting
in the fall, and he took a trip to Texas
just to have the fun of spending some
of his moaey, instead of leaving it all
to his nephews. When he comes now
to do odd jobs for us, it is by way of
a favor; and he says, “Well, you got
a new book now? Of course | al-
ways have, and be demands a copy,
and fasalsts it must be cloth, and auto-

gruphed; and then we have our regu-
lur argument as to whethar he shall
pay for It, and we comproinlse on the
basts of his paying the wholesale
price. He tells me what bhe thiaks
#bout my writings, and just what s
wrong with my ldeas.

Judd, you understand, is not the
least bit of 8 “radical.” “I got po use
for these °‘reds,”” he says, being o
simon pure, bundred per cent Amert
can; there are too many foreignars
in the country, aod if they don't like
It, let them got out. But at the same
time Judd fs nobody’s fool. Fo- one
thing, he {s “onto” the politiclane;
they are a bunch of crooks, and he
proves {t, telling ma things that are
going on right in Pasadena—he knows
from this friend or that who works
for the city. Also, Judd is “onto” the
politicians at Washington, of course
you can’'t get the facts, becausa the
newspapers won't print them, but ook
at this oil business, and look at the
fellows that got a billion doilars trom
the government, pretending to make
airplancs for the war, and they never
got a single one tn flying in Fraace.
Judd supported the war, and bought
liberty bonds with his savings:; but
he says that if the truth was known,
we could have kept out of that war, it
it hadn’t been for the munition-mak-
ers, and the bankers and their loans
to Fuogland and France

So you see, we have plenty to talk
about while nalling down shingles and
acrewing up water-pipe! Oace, not so
long ago, Judd sald to me, “By golly,
I never thought of that!” [ answered,
“You'd be surprised to know how
‘many things you mnever thougbt of.”
Sald he: “Why don’t you writs a book
-for feliows [ike me? A workingman {s
tired when he gets home, and doa't
have time for big books, and he don‘t
know the long words. But you write
something short and easy, and show
us little fellows just how we ge. it
in the neck.”

Well, there are lots of things oae
would like to write. and one doesn’t
zet around to them all. Bat ¢ -ery
now and thea I think about Judd, and
the millions of other Judds there are,
rcattered over this great land. I thiak
of things I'd like to say to them, ff
only I could get to them. Here it is,
Thanksgiving morninrg of the year
1925, and just why this morning
should have chosea f(tselt, 1 can't
Imagine, but [ am sitting at my type-
writer, on the very porch that Jodd
belped to build, and came crawling
out from under with his hair and eyes
full ol cobwebs—the old gopher! 1§
am beginning the book ke aska?! me
to write, for him and the other Amert-
can workingmean.
