vision. Its operation may be de-
sceribed as follows:

The workers are paid, to start
with, an initial minimum wage,
based on the average prevailing
wage. The consumer of the prod-
uct is charged an initial maxi-
mum price. At the end of the
fiscal year, and after all interest,

settled, the managers of the bus-
iness_ will find on their hands a
sum of money which is usually
paid out to ‘stockholders in the

the business as a surplus. This
sum is called the dividend fund.
This fund is then divided be-
tween the worker and the con-
sumer, half going to each. The in-
dividual worker receives a share
of this fund proportioned to his in-
itial-minimum wage.
ual consumer receives in rebates
a share of this fund proportioned
to the amount of his purchases,
The final wage thus paid is deemed
a fair wage; and the final price
thus determined is deemed a fair
price.
Reward Is Conditional.

The scheme is called “condi-
tional” compensation becaunse the
wage received by the worker is
conditioned upon the value which
he creates. Unlike the fake
profit sharing schemes of George
W. Perkins and 'nthers the work-~
ier's wage under’ conditional com-
| pensation does not depend on how
well he stands with his employers
nor on how much he can, through
his union, force them to give up.
It is an automatic system whereby
the wage is adjusted by the actual
valune which the worker creates,

Prosperity by Proxy
1 hear much said about the new cuireney hii!
How will it beuefit the working classT—A. E, Kine-
Findlay, Ohio,

! The new currency is a scheme to give
! the bankers more money. The more
{ money in the hands of the bankers the
more interest the small business men and
the farmers must pay. The business
men depend upon the workers for their
profits out of which they pay interest
to the bankers. The more interest the:
pay the more profits they must make.
' The farmer must find his market amony
. the men who work and from this market
he gets his money to pay interest to the
banker. Just what benefit the working-
man is to derive from this arrangement
is not clear even to the promoter of the
new law. There is a fiction abroad that
when there is plenty of money in the
banks there must be prosperity for the
working class—prosperity by proxy. But
so little of it filters through the top
crust to those undreneath that one must
use a microscope to see it. The best that
can be said for the new currency law is
that it will establish three or four finan-
i cial centers in place of the one now
located in New York City. The same
gentlemanly agreement that has been in
existence for the past fifteen vear:
among the big financiers will remain in
force. It will probably require some lit-
tle time before the public becomes aware
of this secret arrangement to skin them.
But they will find out in time. Then
perhaps the politicians will have a new
game to play.

How the Masters Fight

There is a fight on in Colorado. The
masters of the law imprisoned Adolph
Germer, a leader of the strike, and af-
ter holding him nine days incommuni-
cado, without a charge against him,
they have him released.
