As this issue of the Young Worker
goes to press, the fourth national con-
vention of the Workers Party is being
declared constituted. The hational
convention follows a number of dis-
trict conventions held thruout the
country which elected delegates to the
national conference. In eleven dis-
trict conventions of the Workers
(Communist) Party held thruout the
country on Sunday, the policies and
leadership of the Central Executive
Committee of the party received en-
dorsement by a very.large majority.

The Chicago convention, with 10t
delegates, voted for the resolution of
the C. E. C. majority by 73 against 2§
for the minority. A full delegation of
seven supporting the C. E. C. was
elected.

In New York the vote was 107 for
the majority against 93 for the minor-
ity. The delegation of 11 will be di-
vided 7 and 4.

Buffalo supported the majority by
a vote of 25 to 3, electing two major-
ity delegates. Detroit was divided 33
majority, 23 minority, electing 2 ma-
jority and 1 minority delegates.
Cleveland stood 36 against 17, elect-
ing 2 majority and 1 minority. The
Minnesota district elected a full ma-
jority delegation of 5, and the Cali-
fornia district followed suit with a
delegation of 3. The contention of
the Oregon and Washington district,
by a vote of 34 to 2, elected 2 ma-
jority delegates. Connecticut elected
1 majority by a vote of 12, none
against, two abstaining. Philadel-
phia is sending 1 majority and 1
minority to the convention. The third
delegate is contested.

Call to Fraternize—Many Arrests

e date 80 French Communists
Mmwe been arrested. The total num
Ber of summons issued are 300
snd aentences totalling 230 months
{a1t, plus fines of 26,000 francs, have
ben swarded.

That is the measure of the success
& ¢ur French comrades in their anti-
whifttarist propaganda against the war
fa Morocco. Only last week two Com-
munists were arrested, actually in
Morooco itself, and deported for anti-
militarist propaganda. Similarly, the
Communist mayor of a little Fremch
town has been sentenced to B8iX
months for a speech in which he
called upon the soldiers to refuse
obedience and to fraternize with the
Riff fighters.

In that word “fraternize!” we have
spummed up the whole of the anti-mili-
tarist propaganda of our French com-
rades, as indeed it must be of all
ahitl-militarist propaganda. “You
fraternize in death—why npot fralern-
{26 in life?’ runs the caption under
one of the striking cartoons.

Getting It Across.

But how to get this propaganda
across? First of all, thru parliament.
In this direction the French Commun-
{st deputies have given us a novel
example of how Communists can and
should make use of a bourgeois par-
Hament as a platform for agitation.
There is no thot here, to quote Mac-
Donald’s notorious phrase, that “in
pariiament it is still a fight of gentle-
mien.” There {8 no grovelling before
the twardy trapping of bourgeois par-
llamentary ‘‘democracy.”

Instead, our comrades in the French
chamber of deputies have holdly pro-
dmimed their anti-war attitude, and
called on the troops to mutiny rather
than aid in the suppression of a little
mple “rightly struggling to be free.”

In addition special papers for sol-
dlers, such as La Caserne (The Bar-
racks) and Le Conscrit have from
time to time been run. The paper of
the French Y. C. L., L'Avant-Garde,
makes a speclal point also of anti-
militarist propaganda, and, in general,
the French Young Communists have
been most active in pushing this prop-
aganda forward.

However, parliamentary and press
agitation alone is not enuf: anti-mili-
tarist propaganda is, from its very na-
ture, bound to take illegal forms.
This involves sticking up posters In
barracks and camps, distributing leaf-
lets and pamphlets to soldiers, etc.
Where colonial troops were engaged,
our comrades prepared posters and
literature in Arabic, etc. Anti-war
“stickers”—Ilike our Lenin stickers—
have been found particularly useful.

It is for their tireless energy in
pushing forward this particularly im-
portant, tho hard and often danger
ous side of the anti-war work that
eighty of our French comrades have

been arrested.

Basis Laid for Unity.

The basis for a completely unified
party has now been held. The de-
clgions of the Communist Internation-
al on the political line of the Ameri-
can party, as well as the amplified res-
olutions of the Parity Commission on
the tasks of the American Party on
all flelds, have been accepted unan-
imously by both groups. The only
other question at issue, that of the
leadership of the party, can now be
considered as settled, in view of the
unequivocal results of the various dis-
trict conventions. The activities and
policies of the majority group have
been- endorsed, while the criticisms ot
the minority have been rejected.

The amalgamation of both groups,
which are fundamentally ‘Communist,
for the struggle of the party against
the right wing deviations of Loreism,
'Poyntzism, the dangerous tendencles
in the Pinnish, German, Jewish and
other federations, is now the need of
the hour in the Party. The thesis for
the Bolshevization of the Party out-
lines the work of the entire party in
the accomplishing of this task, and
is supplemented by exhaustive resolu-
lions on the subject of the Labor
Pary work in the trade unions, the
reorganization of the Party on the
basis of shop nuclei and not upon the
basis of territorial and language
branches, work ‘among women, anti-
imperialist work, the Young Workers
l.eague, the Party press, and a num-
her of others.

All of these resolutions were unan-
imously adopted showing a fundamen-
tal agreement on policy at the present
time bhetween hoth groups.

The Young Workers League has
taken a very active part in the work
and struggles of the Workers Party,
more than ever before. The greatest

part f the TLeague gave active sup-
port to the Foster-Cannon-Bittleman
group, and the convention of the

Purty shows that they reflected the
sentiments of the movement in this
country.

Arrested in Raids

WARSAW, Poland.—Forty mem-
bers of the Young Communist League
have been arrested in the raid here,
charged with carrying on agitatien in
the army.

The raids, in which more than 1,000
Communists and sympathizers were
arrested, occurred immediately after
an attack on three Communists in the
streets of Warsaw by agents of the
Polish secret police. The three Com-
munists, Gibner, Kniewski and Rut-
kowski, fell wounded and several of
the police were also injured in the
fighting. The Communists were im-
mediately arrested and are being held
for trial by court martial undet para-
graphs b1 and 453 of the old Czar
Regime Criminal Code. The sentence
is death and the trial has been set
for August 19th.

The raids which followed were made
in the working class sections of War-
saw, and have surpassed the other
brutal raids which have made t'he
Polish white terror so infamous.

Immediately after the raids the Po-
lish Communist Party issued a manl-
festo that says in part:

‘The fight against the provocateurs
and the bourgeois terror will not
cease. In the place of the three
heroes shot down today thousands of
new ones will arise. On the other
hand, the offical organ of the Social-
ist Party, “Robotnik,” condoned these
acts of the Polish White Terrorists
and called for more energetic action
agalnst the Communists.”

The Hon. Marcus Garvey, provis-
ional president of Africa, commander
in chief of the African Communities
Leigon, president of the Black Cross
Trading & Navigation Co., supreme
grand commander of the Order of the
Nile, grand commander of the Black
Cross Society, president general of the
Universal Negro Development Asso-
ciation, self-appointed representative
of the Negro Peoples of the World and
flunkey extraordinary, has written a
Hhl-page closely typewritten letter to
Silent Cal Coolidge asking for execu-
tive clemency. Garvey says he is
willing to abandon his triumphat enty
into Africa at the head of his African
Communities L.egion, but after
straightening up his business will take
the first boat out, not even waiting for
the good ship Booker Washington.

Garvey has been throwing bouquets
at the K, K. K. the Anglo-Saxon-
Nordic League and other 100 per cent
organizations hoping to get them to in-
tercede for him. Garvey claims too,
he conversed with the leaders of the
klan in his official position as repre-
sentative of the Negro peoples of the
world to find out their aims and pur-
poses. He states he found the klan
to consist of upright Christian gentle-
men. He further states that the judge
and jury that tried him were preju-
diced against him, being composed
mainly of Catholics and Jews. Garvey
says that the Jewish judge was a

RACKER BOYS SHOULD STRIKE

Offering ~the scabs every induce-
ment from taxi rides to and from
work, free lunches to police protec-
tion, the bosses dt the Cuneo com-
papy have not succeeded in keeping
‘the presses going The strikers are
holding their front staunchly, in spite
of the betrayal of the international
oficers. The bindery has cut its
force at least fifty per cent; the en-
tire night shift having been laid off
and a large portion of the day shift.
The little work that does come up
has a large amount of spoilage. Spoil-
ed forms is the result of hiring work-
ers not knowing how to properly run
catalog presses. Soon coalheavers
and rcok pounders will be running the
presses and bhe made holy and ab-

solved from scabbery by the holy
water of Berry’s cards.

Three
or four should take immediate steps
.to encourage a walkout of the packer
boys and help organize these boys
and fight for the league’s demands
for the printing trade workers.

The proposal of the Y. W. L. is to
organize under the patronage of the
unions, a union taking in under one
union all the present unorganized, un-
skilled workers not coming under the
Jurisdiction of the otner unions.

Starts Summer
Courses

LOS ANGELES, Cal—Recognizing
the importance of the Y. C. Lk state-
ment on the necessity of a thorough
Leninist education, we have been con-
centrating our summer activities on
educational work. Not thdat we are
neglecting our other activities; on the
contrary our members have never be-
fore taken such inferest, for instance,
in trade unlon work. (We have or-
ganized two union youth fractions).
Also our propaganda work is extend-
ed over a much wider field.

But during the hot summer montlk,
when activities are traditionall sup-
posed to slacken up, we are taking
the opportunity of educating as many
of the members as possible to under-
stand the Trole of Communists in all
phases of the class struggle.

First, we have a public speaking
class; since the League here is very
much lacking in speakers, we are un-
dertaking to train more of our mem-
bers for this important capacity. An-
other class is functioning quite suc-
cessfully in the A. B. C. of Commun-
ism. Each of these has about 20
members. A similar class has also
been started in the Jewish language
for new members who have difficulty
with the .English tongue. The mem-

class, as their participation in the
regular meetings of the League are
hampered because we
only.

A fourth class we are starting for
all new members, which is compul-
sory, in order to teach them the pro-
gram of the Young Workers League.
Parliamentary practice is also taught
Although we have no first-class teacn-
ers, the committee handling these
classes have so far succeeded in their
work.

Due largely to pressure from the
Young Workers League, the Party is
starting a Communist School in which
many members of the League are go-
ing to take part. This will begin in
mid-September. Courses will, be giv-
en as follows: History of the Labor
Movement, by Levin; Public Speak-
ing, by Schneiderman; Marxian Eco-
nomics, by Baker; History of the So-
cialist Movement, by Kaplan.

These courses will be _ Jen in the
only time an active Communist has
free (sometimes), on Sundays. Be-
ginning September 13th, the four one-
hour courses will be given every Sun-
day from 2 to 6 p. m., for six Sun-
days. We think that more of the
Young Workers League and Party
branches should make use of these
week-end schools.

HOW THEY FRAME-UP YOUNG
WORKERS AT FORT BEN C.M.T.C.

Dear Comrades:

During the circulation of petitions
and spreading of strike issue for het-
ter grub, there were two leading stu-
dents of the C. M. T. C. that led the
fight for better food and sanitary con-
ditions. So the commanders thought
they would have to find a way to get
rid of these two fighters, especially
after a meeting was held of the Com-
pany G, where more than 100 students
were present, and George Papcun
spoke. After that everything was in
‘uproar with the commanders, and so.
they started to persecute Philip Shatz
and Papcun, by not permitting them
to drill, but putting them on kitchen
police duty, to do more than they
gshould of that work. It is hard work,
for there you work from 14 to 16
hours in one day. They picked out
little faults of all kinds. They say,
however, that they could not down
the fighting spirit of the two C. M.
T. C. students who fought for hetter
grub, so they had to find a way to
frame up and remove them. When
everybody was excited and ready to
strike, the officers saw thal these two
students were leading a strike move-
ment for better grub. So they sud-
denly found a way.

There was money missing in Tent 4,
Second Platoon, Company (G, on Mon-
day, July 27. . So first thing that they
did was to search cveryhody in that
tent. Of course they did not find any
money on any of the C. M. T, C. stu-
dents in that tent. But they thought
they must put the blame on someone.
So they placed it on  Papcun  and
Shatz, another fellow, that was in the
same company but anather platoon,
the third platoon. He stayed in the !
barracks. It was a wonderful plot
even the D. of J. wonld have one hard
time to equal ir.

There
was nothing to do, but obey and go
there. When he arrived, they search-
ed his baggage, and questioned him
again about the missing money. But
here they let the cat out of the bag.
They wanted to know why Papcun
and Shatz (Caruso) made so much
trouble about sanitary conditions and
grub. They questioned him until 9:45.
Then they changed his honorable dis-
charge to read that he is not promoted
to a Red Corps, and is not 1o he given
any further military training because
this must be one of the turrible Reds

that are so much spoken of.

All this frame-up and so on did not
hurt the influence these two students
had. In fact it gave them more pres-

tige among the fellows who were in
training. One thing that the young
workers of this country must keep in
mind is that they must not he fooled
by the nice flowery speeches in the
schools, and the pamphlets with all
kinds of pictures distributed by the
capitalist government of this country
about the C. M. T. C. For there they
try to fill you with dope to fight
against the working class.

spude fry better.” That answer typi-
fies the attitude of the oficials. They
don’t give a damn. The dish-rags are
old flour sacks that have never seen
the inside of a laundry. The greatest
problém of those on kitchen duty is
to dry dishes with those rags with-
out making the dishes look as though
they had been massaged with mud.

Some pretense at keeping the din-
ing room clean is made. After break-
fast in the morning the floor is swal-
bed with hot water and soap. The
water which covers the floor to the
depth of about one-sixteenth of one
inch is swished about for a minute or
two and is then swept to a corner of
the room where there is a board re-
moved from the floor. Into this open-
ing the water is swept. There it re-
mains, a breeding place for mosqui-
toes and flies from which the Qintng
room and kitchen are éasily accessible
to these disease caxriers.

If for no other reason than the
abominably filthy way in which food is
prepared and served,thesloganwhich
prepared and served, the slogan which
has spontaneously grown up among
the youths here, “No more C. M. T. C.
for me,” is spreading daily, and if the
perpetual talk of the beauties of army

anyone of them, the food has digillu-
sioned them.

Simons, district
organizer of the Workers Party and
Sompon Lee and Wu Lee of the Kuo
Min Tang, who were denouncing the
imperialist’s actions towards China
and its only friend, Soviet Russia.
Resolutions demanding the withdraw-
al of foreign troops, the cancellation
of the unequal (reaties, etc., and also
pledging their support to Soviet Rus-
sia was unanimously accepted.

The young workers were arrested
by a secret service agent who showed
that he was hired by the bosses, by
the fact that he had a leaflet distribut-
ed by the Y. W. L, a few weeks be-
fore.

When the case was brought to court
it was postponed for the simple reason
that the secret gservice men who were
working for the employers were try-
ing to find more charges against the
ones arrested and once for all to
scare off the members of the Young
Workers League, from organizing the
workers. The ordinance prohibited
the distribution of leaflets on the
streets is not enforced against relig-
ious and business organizations, but
only where it interferes with the pros-
perity of the capitalist, hesides it is
unconstitutional. Thousands of leaf-
lets are distributed every day adver-
tising corn cures and the shortest way
to heaven or to hell, but never in the
history of Hartford was anyone ar-
rested for such an- offense, except
when workers are trring to u..lize this
scheme to improve their conditions.
So we find in Hartford many workers
arrested and fined heavily for this ter-
rible crime. This time there was no
exception in the Hartford court and
the criminals, two voung workers and
a housewife paid exactly $18.98. The
capitalist tiols are capable enough
mathematicians to figure out the cost
of gasoline required.to transport three
people one and three-quarters of a
mile.

It would be advisable for the manu-
facturers' association and the police
court of Hartford to enforce their
forces to stop the activities of the
Young Workers l.eague.

NEGROES AND EDUCATION

CHICAGO. 1l (A, N. I.. C.)—Ac-
cording to the Negro Year Book, 1925-
26. there were in the 1°. S. 3. 796, 957
Negro children 5 to 20 years of age
inclusive. Of these, 2.030,269, or only
53.3 per cent were enrolled in schools.
In 1924, according to.the reports of
State Superintendents of Education,
there were in the 18 former slave
states and Oklahoma and D. C., 3,141.-
869 Negro children of school age. Of
these, 2,149,548 or 8.4 per cen!, were
enrolled in school. The number of
Negro public school teachers in these
states is 42,018,

It is well known that quite a few of
these teachers have not been above
the eighth grade in school. Some are
working for from 15 to 25 dollars a
month,  Children taught under such
conditions in this supposedly enlight-
ened country does not speak well for
its enlightenment. And still the mis-
sionaries are anxious to go to China
and Africa to teach the “poor heath-
ens.” In the so-called ex-slave states
is a good place for these missfonaries
to let off some of their surplus energy.

(9). The issues dealt with in the
previous paragraph cover already a
large part of the Political Actlvity of
the L.eague. The Factory Group nfuss
however, popularize our slogans and
attitude among the Young Workers of
the Factory In every pelitical ques-
tion. Such important issues, in addi-
tion to those enumerated under No. 8,
are for the moment: The danger of
Fascism, the attack against Soviet
Russia, the necessity of a Left Wing
in the Labor Party, the I. L. P. Guild
of Youth. Also In our struggle against
Militarism the Factory. Group has its
share, particularly in connection with !
three questions, the Reserve, the Ter- |
ritorial Forse, the use of Soldiers in'
Industrial Disputes. Also ‘the F‘altory{
shall maintain contast with Young'
Workers or members in the Forces!
who come from the Fac‘ory.

(10). An important task of the Fac- |
tory Group is the sale of the “Young
Worker” in its Factory. The Factory |
Group has to induce the Young Work- |

ers of the Factory to write their}
grievances and letters to the “Young'

Worker.” Every Factory Group has
to appoint one of ity members as cor-:
respondent for the “Young Worker."
If the “Young Worker” has some ma-
terial on the factory or industry the
Factory Group must make a particu-
larly strong and well organjzed effort
to sell the “Young Worker” and use
it in its propaganda.

(11). Too little use up to now has
heen made of maeetings of all Young
Workers in the Factory. These are
absolutely essential. Under glven cir-
cumstances the best form for these
are Factory Gate Meetings. A Factory
Gate meeting was be very well pre-
pared. Inviationgs to the meeting
{stickers, personal inviation, leaflets)
must be circularized in due time be-
fore the meeting. Chalking around
the factory {s necessary. The speak-
er must be sure to turn up and must
be well prepared. To avoid victimiza-
tion, the speaker siould not be a mem-
ber of the Factory Group. Particular-
ly must. the speaker be well informed
regarding the conditions in the indus-
try and factory. The meeting must
be short. If possible a resolution
should be passed at the end of the
meeting. The best time for Factory
Gate meetings is the Dinner Hour, or
the end of the working day. (In many
cases the best time is Saturday dinner
time, the week-end),

12. As the International experience
proves, an exceedingly important form
of agitation of the Y. C. L. are Con-
ferences of Young Workers of a given
area or industry (Young Miners Con-
ference in South Wales, or General
Conference of Young Workers: of
Sheffield). The delegates for such
conferences are tobe elceted by meet-
ings of all young workers in the fac-
tories. Altogether it can be said that
the success or failure of a confer-
ence of young workers depends en-
tirelv upon the work of the factory
groups. These must carry through
a strong preparatory campaign or-
ganize the election of the delegates
and popularize the decisions and
slogans of the Conference after it has
taken place,

13. To finish up this description of
the work of the factory groups we
have to deal with an essential point.
no factory groups without training
work! There are three forms of train-
ing work in the Factory group.

(a). DECISION ON THE CON-
DITIONS IN THE FACTORY.
These discussions give us a chance
to develop, going out from the con
crete circumstances in this factory,
general knowledge of the conditions
of this industry, position of the
working class, position of the work-
ing vouth, wage, labor and capital,
class struggle, trade unions ete. and
the topical big issues dealt with
under point (&), (as united struggle,
T. U. unity, ete)

(b). POLITICAL INFORMATION.
Regular political information must
become a definite feature of all the
factory groups. Once a week a4 com-
rade gives an outline of the political
situation and the attitude and slog-
ans of the party and Y. W I.. to
this situation takes place as to what
consequences result from this posi-
tion for the work of the factory
group, and how the slogans of the
C. P. and Y, W. I.. are to he ap-
plied. 'This political information
and discussion can hest take placce
on the basis of the last issue of the
“W.W." and “Y.W” (in connection
with the “Sunday Worker” etc.)

). POLTTICAL MINIMUM,
Leugue Syllabus. In addition o that
it is absolutely essential, that every
factory group as soon as it has
about H or more members starts 1o
go through the league syvllabns, Par-
ticularly is it necessary as we have

The first and general rule is: Th-
boss and the foremen shall know ths*
there ig a factory group in the facton
but they shall not know who i8 ii
it.

Second rule: In the factory onl:
members of the factory group ma
know who is in the factory commi:
tee (or the secretary) and who make
the paper.

Other points to watch are as fo'
lows: Factory gate meetings shoul
be addressed and led by attache
‘comrades: If leaflets and papers ar
sold outside it is generally pretferabl
that they are sold by attached con.
rades. Meetings of the group shou:
not be held in rooms watched by th.
boss and his spies. An attached con
rade shou'd be made responsible fo:
the issue of the factory paper. (Th!
does not mean that he is the actuc
editor: the whole group is engaged i
the editorship of the paper.
